Important papers (identification for everyone, personal

documents such as insurance papers)
* Food and bottled water

* Clothing and footwear (one change of clothes per person)
*Blankets or sleeping bags (one blanket or sleeping bag per

person)

« Toilet paper and other personal supplies such as shampoo, & 29,2010
hairbrush, tooth brush and toothpaste, soap and a towel and

face cloth (one for each person)
* Medication

* Backpack/duffel bag (or something else to carry the emergency
survival kit in, in case you have to evacuate)
* Whistle (in case you need to attract someone’s attention)

* Playing cards, gum

Fire Permits
Fire permits are required for burning in the Township of Emo from April 1* to October 31%,
2010. Seasonal permits will be issued for property owners who have completed the Fire
Management Training Course; otherwise, you will be issued a 7-day permit. Seasonal permits
must be obtained for an incinerator, if operational between April 1 and October 31, 2010.

PERMITS WILL NOT BE ISSUED WHILE A FIRE BAN IS IN EFFECT.
